Khar police
arrests one
for vishing

fraud

KHAR POLICE have arrested a
youth from Jogeshwari for vish-
ing, or phone scam. The manwas
allegedly part of a gang where
one of them impersonated a
manager from a finance com-
pany and offered an international
credit card to the complainant,
tricking him into revealing his
bank details which were then
used to transfer Rs 4.20 lakh from
his account. The Indian Express
had reported the cyber crime on-
line, when the FIR was registered.

The accused, twenty-five-
year-old Sagar Ghayal, was ar-
rested on January 11. Ghayal
works as an executive witha cab
service provider. After the money
was transferred from the com-
plainant’s account, the fraudsters
used it to buy gift vouchers which
were further used for buying
products online. The fraudsters
bought gold worth Rs 3.80 lakh
and bought electronicitems with
the remaining Rs 40,000.

“The arrested accused was
deputed by the gang to collect
the gold which he sold for cash,”
said Mahadev Nimbalkar, in-
spector at Khar police station.
“The fraudsters use this modus
operandi of buying gift vouchers
and online shopping as it be-
comes time-consuming for po-
lice to trace them and they think
police will not come after them,”
said Netra Mule, sub inspector
and cyber officer.

The 49-year-old complainant
from Khar runs anice cream and
dairy business. As per the FIR
registered on January 7, he re-
ceived a text message on January
5, purportedly by a relationship
manager of Citibank diners club,
offering him an international
credit card.

The message had a phishing
link on which the complainant
was asked to fill in his personal
details. The money was debited
from his account as soon as the
complainant clicked on the link
and filled in his personal and
banking details.

and Justice Anil S Kilor that it
would not undertake any exercise
pursuant to the lodging of FIR, in-
cluding the filing of chargesheet,
against Shelar till the next date of
hearing two weeks later, which
the court accepted.

Shelar had last month ap-
proached the HC after he was
booked for making statements
thatallegedly outraged Pednekar’s
modesty during a press confer-
ence on December 4, last year.
Shelar had slammed the mayor for
her alleged delayed response in

reaching out to the victims of a
cylinder blast in Worli on
November 30. He had asked if
Pednekar had been sleeping for 72
hours. On December 8, Pednekar
had approached the Marine Drive
police station, following which a
case was registered under sections
354 (A) (4) (sexual harassment)
and 509 (word, gesture or act in-
tended to insult the modesty of a
woman)of the IPC.

Shelar, in his pleafiled through
advocate Rizwan Merchant, has
claimed that the FIR is “blatantly
false, vexatious, frivolous, con-

cocted and a product of abuse of
process of law”.

OnThursday, Merchant sought
an interim relief stating that his
client, who is active in public life
and the sitting MLA representing
Bandra(West)for two consecutive
terms, had merely held a press
conference onanunfortunateinci-
dent at Worli to express his an-
guish. "If any action pursuant to
the report is initiated against my
client, he will be subjected to seri-
ous prejudice," Merchant argued.

The bench orally remarked,
"Considering factual scenario, the

petitioner is MLA (and) the re-
spondent is also holding respon-
sible position in these trying
Covid-19times. Sheisalsorepre-
senting the entire city of
Mumbai... Why do you not solve
itamicably, it will not send agood
picture (in public). As arepresen-
tative... you have liberty to take
(up) issues of public importance
and being a respectable and sen-
sible person, better choice of
wordsis also expected. Such inci-
dents do occur in public life.
Responsible persons are also ex-
pected to have a choice of words."
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Dawood’s nephew in Pakistan since September 2018, says Mumbai Police

THE MUMBAI Police on
Thursday said that fugitive un-
derworld gangster Dawood
Ibrahim's nephew Sohail
Kaskar, who was arrested by
the US agencies in 2015, had
moved to Pakistan in
September 2018.

The clarification came after
some TV channels reported on
Thursday that Kaskar had
managed to give India the slip
and moved to Pakistan without
specifying when it has hap-
pened. Recently, a call inter-
cepted by a central agency had
confirmed that Kaskar was in
Pakistan.

A senior officer from
Mumbai Police told The Indian

Express, “Itis true that Sohail is
currently in Pakistan. After his
term in a US prison came to an
end, India had tried to get him
to the country. However, even-
tually he managed to get to

Pakistan via Dubai in
September 2018, where he has
been ever since.”

Kaskar is the son of Noora
Ibrahim, who died in 2010 due
to kidney failure. Kaskar, along

with his aide Danish Ali, had
come under the radar of US
agencies in 2014 when he was
trying to smuggle heroin from
Pakistan to the US. Eventually,
they were arrested by the agen-

cies from Spain and handed
over to the Federal Bureau of
Investigation in the US.

Later, the Mumbai Police
had sought the custody of
Kaskar and Ali. A team from the

Crime Branch had managed to
get the custody of Ali, who was
brought back to India. Kaskar,
who has cases lodged against
him in Mumbai, had contested
India’s claims of deportation.
